Project Detail:

The selected village of Kohukot is one of the hardest hit areas of district Poonch of AJK (Azad
Jammu Kashmir) from the earthquake which struck the village on 8" October 2005. It is situated
about 18 km east of District headquarter Rawalakot. It is 7,000 feet high from sea level and is
surrounded by trees. The total population is 3750. Total houses before the earthquake were 733
out of which 600 were completely destroyed by the earthquake.

All houses, educational institutions, mosques pedestal ways, roads and natural water faucets
were destroyed. It is far-flung area, so government and NGOs neglected it. Therefore we
selected this area for construction of houses. Yasir Janbaz, Field Support Officer Helping Hand
primarily visited and collected the information.

There is no any health centre in this area and people come for cure in DHQ Rawalakot after
covering the distance of abut 27 KM. It is very painful for patients to cover such a long distance.
The people of this area depend upon agriculture and livestock that is badly affected in the
earthquake. They have no any alternative sources of their livelihoods. There is no intuition for
the girl's elementary education. Girls education stops after 8" class. The water sources were also
dried up in the earthquake.

Almost all the houses were damaged in the earthquake, 73 people died, scores were injured and
some of them become disabled.

We planned to implement this project to support 20 divesting and poorest families of Kohukot
through establishment of theirs small businesses at Kohukot for increase in their daily income.
For this purpose, we mobilized community and identified committees comprising of 18
respectable resident of the village. We trained them in our organizational training program at
Kohukot under the Sardar Muhammad Sharif Khan Memorial Trust in June 2007. As a result this
community and the committee helped us a lot in volunteer work. Alhamdullah, we have
successfully started/supported the 20 small businesses for 20 families.

We arranged the inauguration ceremony of Livelihood Support Project on July 20, 2007 at village
Kohukot. The Chief Guest for this program was Deputy Commissioner Poonch but unfortunately
he remained busy in his official meetings at Rawalakot. We invited Zafar Igbal (Candidate for
MLA AJK as chief guest. In his address he urged people to work for welfare of other people. We
marked 20 families out of 50 applications we received; they were there to receive their cheques.
We finalized the documentation of 20 families with the help of Sharif Trust.

The board members of Sharif Trust are playing the key role as well Helping Hand'’s volunteers.

The project will be an ongoing effort as the loan amount will be recovered and redistributed in the
same. The balance amount of Rs. 31,719 will be utilized for the monitoring of the loan amount.

The Helping Hand'’s staff and community members thanked ICNA Relief Canada, Helping Hand-
USA and kind hearted sympathetic donors for help and support for vulnerable earthquake
survivors of the village.
